The Dialogue between Christ and Peter
Said by the Bishop and the Senior Priest at the Washing of the Feet 

When the bishop comes to the senior priest, the senior priest stands as the deacon says,

Protodeacon:	Then cometh He to Simon Peter, and Peter saith unto Him:	
Senior priest:	Lord, dost Thou wash my feet?
 
Protodeacon:	Jesus answered and said unto him,
Bishop:	What I do thou knowest not now; but thou shalt know hereafter. 

Protodeacon:	Peter saith unto him,
Senior priest:	Thou shalt never wash my feet. 

Protodeacon:	Jesus answered him,
Bishop:	If I wash thee not, thou hast no part with Me.

Protodeacon:	Simon Peter saith unto him,
	Pointing at his hands and head, the priest says,
Senior priest:	Lord, not my feet only, but also my hands and my head.
	The priest sits down. 

Protodeacon:	Jesus saith to him,
Bishop:	He that is washed needeth not save to wash his feet, but is clean every whit:	and ye are clean, but not all. 
	And he washes the feet of the priest. 

After this the bishop goes to his place, and takes off the towel, and the protodeacon reads to the end of the first Gospel of the washing: For He knew who should betray Him; therefore said He, Ye are not all clean.
